Mobilizing for Asian Access 

Thanks for being willing to encourage others to go and serve in Japan! Below are some basic guidelines for sharing in a group:
1. Give your story…how and why you decided to go and how you saw God work through your ministry.   Feel free to use the powerpoint and adapt it to make it personal.
2. Challenge them to go!!! 
. Give specifics about what you are challenging them to do. 

. The summer team opportunity is for 3-5 people from this church/fellowship to form a team and go to Japan for 4 or 6 weeks to help a Japanese church grow. 
. The team will partner with a church to assist the Japanese Christians in reaching out to their community. 

. Community outreach is tailored to the gifts and abilities of the team in association with the needs of the Japanese church, but could include English classes, coffee houses, children’s ministry, sports, craft classes, concerts, camp and any other relationship-building activities. 

a. Show them a flyer and tell them they are available in the back next to the sign up sheet or pass them out if there are enough for everyone. 

b. Then have them talk to you or put their info on a sign up sheet before they leave if they are interested. Try to get any commitment right after the meeting you speak at…otherwise, they may go away and forget about it. 

a. Follow–up. Make sure you follow-up (give a call or e-mail) the next couple days after you meet them or they sign up. Don’t leave time for them to get unexcited. 

a. Be personal and be yourself. This is very important! Don’t follow this point for point or word for word. Put your own self into it. Use your own experiences as illustrations. These are just suggestions.
